The Building Control subcommittee logged a list of problematic Parkhurst
properties as part of the multi-suburb Heritage Foundation Checklist, which
aims to assist with resolvingillegal zoning, development, and planningissues in
our communities

The Building Control portfolio, headed by Architect Laura Strydom, assessed a
total of 24 submissions over the past 12 months with the following outcomes:

a. No objection: 20 applications
b. Retrospective: 3 applications
c. Objections: 1 application

Laura Strydom has resigned from the Building Control subcommittee and is
succeeded by Architect Daniel Groli.

Building Control maintainsitstarget turnaroundtime of 3to 5 business days, and
Town Planning matters get escalated timeously to the correct stakeholders.

Town Planner Tamsyn Margetts from Eduard van der Linde & Associates Town

Planners continues overseeing the suburb’s Town Planning-related issues and
applications, and is assisted by Architect Nathaniel Wakefield, who heads up
PRABOA’s Town Planning portfolio.

The architects played a pivotalrole in helping us design and execute the layout
for the Parkhurst Village Fair, creating multiple iterations of an event according to
JOC and event requirements. This map will be used as a foundation for planning
in2026.

Ongoing meetings are held between this committee, our appointed Town
Planners, and Local Authorities on issues including residents’ complaints and
objections, illegal demolition and building, over-densification, and Town
Planning offenses.
